Timings: 

The Summer Camp is tentatively scheduled to begin at 8:00 a.m. / 9:00 a.m. The final schedule, including 

dispersal timings will be communicated shortly. 

 

Transport  

Transportation services will be available for students who are already availing the school transport facility. 

 

A few important guidelines for our upcoming summer camp: 

1. Attendance is mandatory for all the students. 

2. To receive a summer camp certificate, a minimum attendance of 90% is required. 

3. In the event that any activity receives less than 10 enrollments, it will be cancelled. In such cases, students 

may join another available activity or apply for a refund.  

4. Switching between activities is not permitted, except within the first 3 days of the summer camp.  

5. Please be aware that no compensation will be provided for missed training days by the student or cancelled 

activities due to unforeseen holidays. 

6. Cancellation of enrollment will be accepted within 4 days from the start of the activity, subject to a 

cancellation fee of Rs.100/-  

7. To cancel enrollment, a formal application must be submitted by the parents. 

8. Please note that each student may only participate in one activity.  

9. Dance and Karate entry will be restricted to 50 seats each on a first-come, first served basis. 

10. Registration for activities will commence from 23rd February until 5th March 2026.  

11. Registration forms will be provided to students who are interested, and their names must be registered with 

their respective class teachers.  

12. Summer camp activity fees should be paid to the class teachers in a labelled envelope.

• Walking students who wish to avail the school transport facility during the Summer Camp may contact the 

School Transport Vendor. For further inquiries, please visit the CBSE School Bus Counter between 8:00 a.m.
